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Abstract

The search of Thai Folklore Literatures: Morale from Folk Songs in Phayao Province
has three objectives in the followings: @) to collect folk songs in Phayao Province; ) to collect
morale from folk songs in Phayao Province; en) to analyze morale from folk songs in Phayao
Province; and &) to develop the body of knowledge of morale and propagate it to be
beneficial in the way of life in society and in learning activities on the subjects related to Thai
Teaching. The population group consists of @ Lanna Saw artists in Phayao Province and
Khow Joy artists in Phayao Province. The research areas comprises of Muang, Dokkhamtai,
Chiangkham, Pong, Chiangmuan, and Meajai Districts. The research tools are unstructured
interview, and participant and non-participant observations. The instruments collected data
concern with camera, tape recorder, and cellphone. The data analysis is based on a qualitative
and descriptive technique. The results reveal that:

®) The data of folk artists in Phayao Province consist of @@ Lanna Saw artists and o
Khow Joy artists.

) The data of folk songs in Phayao Province consist of @& Lanna Saw rhythms, en
general Joy rhythms, o Khow Joy rhythms, and eo lullaby rhythms.

o) The values received from these songs are as follows: language, social, historical,
naturalistic, and traditional.

&) The morale received from these songs is as follows: @) o aspects of morale
related to roles, ) @ related to problem-solution approach, m) « related to belief in goodness,
@) e related to practical way of life, &) o related to the self-truth, o) © related to custom,
tradition, and culture.

&) Thoughts and pride of experts are that needs for conserving and inheriting, and

one of artists to transfer these songs to youngsters and interested people. They propagated



the Lanna Saw and Khow Joy in Phayao Province to widespread until they were honored as
chairman of Lanna Saw in the North and a wisdom teacher of Khow Joy in the North.

o) The development of body of knowledge from the folk song morale reveals that
it is beneficial to practice in a life for oneself and society due to these aspects of morale are
inherited and practiced by society in the same way until these become a lifestyle, motivation,
and norm in further society. The application of the body of knowledge from the analysis is

that a developmental approach to benefit ourselves, local, society, and nation sustainably.
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
